In this Sunday�¶s 
gospel, Luke ends 

his gospel with the 

final appearance of 

the Risen Christ to 

the disciples taking 

place in Jerusalem. 

The scene is now 

set for the Book of 

Acts and for the 

coming of the Holy 

Spirit, heralding the 

new covenant.  

 

The gospel ends as it began with the message of scripture, 

with Jesus explaining how through his death and 

resurrection he fulfils all that was written in the Law of 

Moses, in the Prophets and in the Psalms. Writing for the 

Greeks who believed (unlike the Jews) in a separation of 

body and soul, Luke emphasises the bodily resurrection of 

Jesus.  He is no ghost; he comes and eats and drinks and 

is recognised at the breaking of the bread. We too are 

called to witness to the risen presence of Jesus. We too 

come to know him through the scriptures and breaking of 

bread.
